A PROCLAMATION.

Whereas, on the twenty-second day of September, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and
sixty-two, a proclamation was issued by the President of the United States, containing, among other things,
the following, to wit :

“ That on the first day of January, in the year of our Lordone thousand eight hundred and si.xty-three, all
persons held as slaves within any state or designated part of a state, the people whereof shall then be in
rebellion against the United States, shall be then, thenceforward, and forever, free ; and the Executive
Government of the United States, including the military and naval authority thereof, will recognize and
maintain the freedom of such persons, and will do no act or acts to repress such persons, or any of them, in
any efforts they may make for their actual freedom.

" That the Executive will, on the first day of January aforesaid, by proclamation, designate the states and
parts of states, if any, in which the people thereof, respectively, shall then be in rebellion against the United
States ; and the fact that any state, or the people thereof, shall on that day be in good faith represented in the
Congress of the United States, by members chosen thereto at elections wherein a majority of the qualified
voters of such states shall have participated, shall, in the absence of strong countervailing testimony, be
deemed conclusive evidence that such state, and the people thereof, are not then in rebellion against the
United States."

Now, therefore, 1, Abraham Lincoln, President of the United States, by virtue of the power in me vested
as commander-in-chief of the army and navy of the United States, in time of actual armed rebellion against
the authority and Government of the United States, and as a fit and necessary war measure for suppressing
said rebellion, do, on this first day of January, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and sixty-
three, and in accordance with my purpose so to do, publicly proclaimed for the full period of one hundred
days from the day first above mentioned, order and designate as the states and parts of states wherein the
people thereof, respectively, are this day in rebellion against the United States, the following, to wit:

Arkansas, Texas, Louisiana, (except the parishes of St. Bernard, Plaquemines, Jefferson, St. John, St.
Charles, St. James, Ascension, Assumption, Terre Bonne, Lafourche, St. Mary, St. Martin, and Orleans,
including the city of New Orleans,) Mississippi, X'\labama, I-'lorida, Georgia, South Carolina, North
Carolina, and Virginia, (except the forty-eight counties designated as West Virginia, and also the counties of
Berkeley, Accomac, Northampton, Elizabeth City, York, Princess Ann, and Norfolk, including the cities of
Norfolk and Portsmouth,) and which excepted parts are for the present left precisely as if this proclamation
were not issued.

And by virtue of the power and for the purpose aforesaid, | do order and declare that all persons held as
slaves within said designated states and parts of states are, and henceforward shall be, free ; and that the
Executive Government of the United States, including the military and naval authorities thereof, will
recognize and maintain the freedom of said persons.

And | hereby enjoin upon the people so declared to be free to abstain from all violence, unless in
necessary self-defence ; and | recommend to them that, in all cases when allowed, they labor faithfully for
reasonable wages. And | further declare and make known that such persons, of suitable condition, will be
received into the armed service of the United States to garrison forts, positions, stations, and other places,
and to man vessels of all sorts in said service. And upon this act, sincerely believed to be an act of justice,
warranted by the Constitution upon military necessity | invoke the considerate judgment of mankind and the
gracious favor of Almighty God “.

to the knowledge of the researcher - on Despite the large number of studies on the American party system in
general, and the Republican Party specifically, specialized in political science and history.

This study introduction and four chapters and a conclusion, first chapter of "the evolution of political
thought U.S. and the emergence of political parties in the United States" has consisted of three basic themes,
taking first axis "historical roots of political thought American upbringing and until independence in 1776,"
while taking second axis "growing American political thought after independence until the year 1792" and
the third dealt with the "emergence of political parties in the United States of America, and the early
establishment of the Republican Party 1792-1854".

The Important results of Study that the formation of the Republican Party in the United States on the
seventh of July in 1854 the culmination of decades of continuous struggle of the current right-wing
conservative politicians who drafted the principles of freedom that have arisen by the United States of
America, in the Declaration of Independence in 1776, and the embodiment of the principles and ideas of
Thomas Jefferson, who founded the first political party in the history of the United States of America is the
Democratic Party Republican, to demand the rights States and expand popular participation in political
power, and an extension of the principles of right-wing grew by Whigs in 1834 to oppose the system of
slavery and the expansion of slavery in the New Territories, after it became the issue of slavery political
issue first in the United States America, the country against which the split between supporters and
opponents.

The Republican Party before assuming political power in 1860 Was Led an important political role in
the political opposition in the United States between 1854 to 1860 was the unifying sense of the anti-slavery
in the northern states, and the consolidation of Union between States of America, through its emphasis on the
separation of any state for American Federation will lead to the dismantling of the existing bonds of unity
between States of America, and worked to address the threats of the south to secede, and the rejection of the
decision of the Federal Supreme Court in the Dred Scott case, which deepened the divide between north and
south, and dedicated system of slavery in the United States of America.

Despite the loss of the Republican Party for the presidential elections of 1856 were postponed broke the
American Civil War, because of his tough stance toward the system of slavery, but the arrival of political
power in the United States in 1860 and has held Abraham Lincoln to the presidency was the main reason
direct the outbreak of this war, after the announcement of the southern states seceded from the Union.

Researcher believes that the Republican Party was able for the past six years he spent at the head of the
political power in the United States (1860 - 1876) to achieve a lot of goals, which was advocated by, they did
not know the United States over the history that preceded the receipt of the Republican Party to power in
1860, no political party was able to accomplish what the Republican Party accomplished during his time in
political power.

For domestic policy, made the party through his control of the executive and legislative branches during
the years of civil war, the main objective, which was established for, which is to abolish slavery in the
United States, through the law of the Emancipation of 1863, which made more than four million human
beings, and ended the insurgency in the southern and one of the worst civil wars that known in the history of
the modern world, to enact laws and legislation protection of customs that have made the United States the
greatest nation industrial on earth, and established the National Bank, which issued a paper currency covered
with gold ( Greenback) which became current in all parts of the world, but also become the basis for the
global economy to this day, and paid out of public debt left by years of war and established the U.S. Navy,
which has become one of the most powerful fleets in the world, and established distribution system housing,
which has provided refuge to hundreds of thousands of American families that were homeless, and created
the largest railway network in the world of the far north of the United States to the extreme south, and east to
the extreme west.
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In the era of Reconstruction enable the party re States discrete Union in 1870, through the imposition of
constitutional amendments that give political and civil rights of citizens blacks on an equal footing with their
peers eggs which (Thirteenth Amendment 1865, and the fourteenth 1868, and the fifteenth 1870), as
approved in 1875 Civil Rights Act, which gives these black civil rights equal with whites in public places,
regardless of color, race, or if slavery past, and enables a lot of black people for the first time of the exercise
of the right to vote and run for office executive and legislative government, and elected in legislatures and
formed governments in the southern states, after ten years from the decision of the Federal Supreme Court in
the Dread Scott case, which denied them citizenship of America, also issued a law reform of the Civil
Service Act in 1871, which set the terms and eligibility of applicants for public office.

As for foreign policy, the United States managed under the direction of the Republican Party of achieving
many of the political successes, despite its commitment to a policy of non-interference in the internal affairs
of other countries, according to the Monroe Doctrine in 1823, has prevented France from the occupation of
Mexico, and avoided the war with Spain After its commitment to the policy of neutrality during the Cuban
uprising, and Britain was forced to pay compensation for its position from the southern insurgency during the
civil war, in the Washington Treaty of 1871, which established the principle of international arbitration in
international relations.

However, the march the party and his achievements in political power, immune from mistakes that
harmed the reputation of the party, and claimed many of the achievements of political and driven many
historians to believe the failure of his policies, especially in the era of reconstruction, has led the
assassination of President Lincoln in the fourteenth of Nisan in 1865 to an imbalance between the two wings
Moderate Party and Radical, in favor of the radical wing militant, who managed due to poor administration
of President Johnson, to dominate Congress and approve policy reconstruction Radical harsh toward the
south in 1867, which led to the fairness editors blacks across renewal work offices slaves Editors Freedman
Bureaus, and install the foundations of the Union through the imposition of constitutional amendments as a
condition for re-rebellious states to the Union, is that this policy met with resentment by the Democratic
Party and the citizens whites in the southern states, and led them to practice all forms of violence against
blacks editors who formed governments of the Republic military help.

The settlement in 1877 to put the Republican Party on the litmus test the true intentions behind the
policy reconstruction Radical defended by for years, was accepted terms Democratic Party in this settlement
demolition of many achievements over the Sunni war and reconstruction, as abandoned four million blacks
who freed them in the war, and giving them civil and political rights, through constitutional amendments,
and leave them to the fate of the unknown in the south, when he agreed to withdraw from the southern states,
to regain the Democratic Party control them completely, and take away those blacks what have it by blood.

The researcher believes The price of continuing the Republican Party in power and the end of the era of
reconstruction in the southern states in the manner that paved her this settlement, was dearly, as these
settlement made it possible to say that equality in civil and political rights between blacks and whites, which
talked about the Republican Party, not only commitment is uncertain, quickly abandoned by Republicans
against the temptations of power, to make room for the Democrats to resume a policy of discrimination
between whites and blacks for decades, continued until the mid-twentieth century.
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
