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e Summary of the research paper:
This research paper aims to clarify the contribution of social media
networks through Facebook in influencing the course of student protest
movements and their development. The popular movement that was
launched on 10/1/2019 was chosen as a model for this research paper.
Our research paper will discuss two main axes, which are social
networking sites and Facebook as a model, and the protest movements, the
popular movement in Iraq as a model as well, as follows:
Social networking sites are known as platforms that depend on activity and
content created by users, while the live broadcast feature is the Facebook
Live feature that the site’s management launched in the framework of
developing its communication tools.
While Facebook users were waiting for the site’s administration to grant
new privileges, especially after the boom that it witnessed during the year
2011 in conjunction with the protest movements that a number of regions
of the world have known, including lrag, the Facebook administration
surprised its members by issuing decisions that limit the pages in particular
from accessing The largest number of her fans. But it still enjoyed the
interactive feature of the live videos, which generated ten more comments
than those in regular videos. Also, the live broadcast allows the audience
to interact, ask questions, express observations and receive answers at the
same time, which makes it the most effective tool for interaction within
Facebook, as well as its advantage of escape, as the moment of the live
broadcast and the absence of the issue of expectation with the presence of
the element of surprise constitute a large margin of freedom and a door to
escape from censorship Whether this censorship is exercised by Facebook
software or by censorship by the recipient, or by official censorship by
some countries, especially the systems of Arab countries, despite the
Facebook administration's attempts to overcome the challenges presented
by launching the live broadcast feature and making it available to all users
without exception, it found Difficulty in controlling the content of live
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broadcasts or providing software algorithms that allow this, and this is
what was used by the protest movements of Iragi university students in
their use of this distinctive feature to make their popular movement
succeed and achieve demands.

Social media sites are linked to the protest movements in a positive
relationship, as if they are on a parallel path of development, so the
continuous technical and programmatic progress on social media is
accompanied by a corresponding willingness or facilitation for the
emergence of a protest movement, and this capacity has increased since
the outbreak of the protest movements in the Middle East and North
Africa, which have become known as revolutions. The Arab Spring and
today in Iraq.

This relationship was going very slowly within the framework of the
traditional media, and before that the protest movement and its definition
were not concerned with media outlets. The student protest movements
were defined as demands of organized social groups that use forms of
collective action to collect their demands and are based on the main
elements- :

)Protest in the sense of objection, performance with what it reflects in
terms of organization, and the policy represented by the demands.(

Since the outbreak of the Arab Spring revolutions, the relationship
between the protest act and the new player in the media field has emerged,
and thousands of researches have gone towards describing, analyzing and
understanding the impact of social media sites in moving protesters, and
inspiring others to publish, document and share videos and pictures of the
protests that took place in North Africa and the Middle East, ending their
systems. Political and today the same protests occur in Iraqg.

Which may explain this approach and coupling between student protest
action and social media since that time.

And the protest movements that have swept some countries of the world
recently, especially the countries of North Africa and the Middle East,
have known a difference in terms of convention and disagreement over its
name from the Facebook revolution, the Arab Spring, the Arab
revolutions, the Pharaohs revolution, the Jasmine revolution, the green
revolution, the revolution of dignity, And the White Revolution, and other
names, but the thing that characterizes the nature of these student protest
movements is:

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First: Despite the multiplicity of terminology, it contains within it latent
components in the psyche of the people who rejected all their reality or
some of their reality and sought to achieve emancipation and freedom and
move towards a new stage that represents the goal of the process of
change.

The second: Social media networks had a pioneering role in activating and
the success of the change movements, as the leadership of the rules of
change was led by groups representing the disenfranchised youth
generation that suffers from exclusion, marginalization and suppression of
freedoms aspiring to political liberation, a better future, and the
establishment of legitimate systems of government.
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
